Good news for you Black Angus 
fans! Because of the company’s 
successful restructuring, they are no 
longer in Chapter 11 bankruptcy. Scrip 
cards will once again be available 
through our scrip company! 
 
Here are some interesting facts about 
our scrip program this year: 

 
� The top selling scrip this 

year was Stater Brothers! 
You purchased $109,000.00! 
Arco was the top selling gas 
card and Chili’s/Macaroni 
Grill was your #1 choice of 
restaurants again this year. 

� Walmart/Sam’s Club sales 
tripled from last year with a 
total of $73,600.00. 

� The sale of restaurant scrip 
cards declined this year (no 
surprise in this economy), but 
there was an increase in the 
sale of movie theater scrip 
cards. 

� The average participating 
family received $56.53 as a 
tuition reduction this year.  

� Thirty-six families saved over 
$100 this year—twelve of 
those saved over $200. 

� The family that made the 
most of our scrip program 
saved $483.57 on their 
tuition this year!
